Calendar view changes

Appearance/usability changes
1. In monthly view, colour highlighting to be applied to individual events within table cells, not to the table cells themselves. (Important when multiple events appear in same cell.)

2. Colour highlighting in small views to remain as present (picks one colour) possibly with alteration of priority if needed [‘closest’ events have highest priority, i.e. user > group > course > site] or possibly with arbitrary scheme.

3. Three different colours will be used for displaying course events (significant only when viewing all courses). Only if more than three courses are displayed will different courses be displayed in the same colour.

4. Single Course events on/off key will be replaced by up to three course event keys including applicable course shortnames. If the user has more than three courses then some of the colours and on/off switches will be reused i.e. red = CF101, CF104; green=CF102; blue=CF103. The number 3 could be discussed or made easily alterable in software, we chose it because 99.4% of our students are on 3 or fewer courses.

5. Ongoing event display (bars at top/bottom) to be slightly tweaked to make more sense. Bars will include first day of event so that the whole thing is visually joined. Will attempt to line up description of the ongoing event where possible.

6. Time will only be displayed for events that are timed. In Upcoming events and Day view, time display will be removed from events that do not have a time specified. In detailed month view, time will be displayed for events that have a time specified.
7. Date will not be displayed when unnecessary. In Day view, date link display (to displayed page) will be removed.

8. Allow event description, when entering a new event, to be optional. Will prevent current bug of event name not being retained if no description is entered.

9. Minor accessibility changes.

‘All courses’ display

10. New ‘All courses’ option in course selection dropdown. When chosen, events from all courses [to which the user belongs] are displayed at once. Course-specific parts of the interface such as navigation become non-specific.
11. New config setting (default off) in calendar settings to ‘force’ this ‘all courses’ option to always be selected so that users do not have access to the single-course views. Upcoming events, detailed month view and day view are just headings.

Show/hide controls

12. Global/Course/Group/User events: shown (click to hide)/hidden (click to show) display which only appears on Detailed month view to be removed as duplicate functionality of, but inconsistent with, same functionality under right Monthly view column.
13. Show/hide functionality in right column to be moved out of Monthly section into its own ‘Legend’ block at top, to indicate that it now applies to entire screen including month-at-time view.

Miscellaneous bugs

14. Fix current bug, recently introduced by another bug fix, that prevents an individual course calendar from being selected if there is more than one course
15. Fix display formatting bugs. Fix current bug where ‘Export calendar’ button can be displayed overlapping other calendar page items, particularly in Detailed month view. Fix current bugs of display formatting/styling overlaps with Internet Explorer.
16. Fix bugs with displaying groups events, as they just do not work at present.
